intercession to empty words.

Kingly Mantle (Adam/Michael)

Genesis 1:26-28 — Adam given dominion over creation.

Daniel 10:21 — Michael stands as prince for God’s people.

Revelation 12:7 — Michael leads heaven’s armies in war.

<~ Summary: Dominion and rulership entrusted from the beginning, guarded by
Michael.

City-Builder’s Mantle (Enoch)

Genesis 5:24 — Enoch walked with God and was taken.

Hebrews 11:5 — Enoch translated through faith.



Moses 7:18—19 — Zion built in unity, taken up to heaven.

<~ Summary: Dominion expressed through building Zion and translation into God'’s city.
Kingly Mantle (Abraham)

Genesis 17:4—6 — Abraham made father of nations, kings from him.

Genesis 18:18 — All nations blessed in him.

Romans 4:17 — Abraham a father of many nations by faith.

<~ Summary: Covenant kingship flows through Abraham’s faith and seed.

<~ Summary: Kingship transferred to the chosen shepherd of God.
Anointing Confirmed (David)

1 Samuel 16:13 — Spirit comes upon David.

Psalm 89:20 — David chosen and anointed with oil.

<~ Summary: David’s kingship confirmed by the Spirit and covenant.
Covenant Throne (David)

2 Samuel 7:12-16 — God promises David’s throne forever.

<~ Summary: Prophetic mantle reveals God’s judgment in division.
Prophetic Fire (Elijah at Carmel)

1 Kings 18:37-39 — Fire falls, people confess the LORD.

< Summary: Prophetic mantle calls down fire as witness.
Prophetic Vision (Zenos)

Jacob 5 (BoM) — Allegory of olive tree, prophetic foresight.

John 4:35-36 — Fields white already to harvest; reaper gathers fruit unto life eternal.
Revelation 14:15-16 — Angel thrusts in sickle, harvest of the earth reaped.

<~ Summary: Shepherd’s mantle gathers the flock at the appointed harvest, sealing fruit
into God’s storehouse.

Scribe’s Mantle Branches

Mantle of the Scribe of Fire

Jeremiah 36:2 — “Take thee a roll of a book, and write therein all the words that | have
spoken.”

Jeremiah 20:9 — “His word was in mine heart as a burning fire shut up in my bones.”
Revelation 10:2 — Angel holds little book open.

<~ Summary: Scribe mantle inscribes burning words that cannot be silenced, carrying
fire into record.
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Mantle of the Stonecut Without Hands

Daniel 2:34-35 — Stone cut without hands smote the image.

Daniel 2:44-45 — Kingdom of God set up, breaking all others.

Matthew 21:42 — The stone rejected becomes the head of the corner.

Genesis 32:24-28 — Jacob wrestled until daybreak and prevailed, receiving new name.
Hosea 12:3—4 — He had power over the angel and prevailed; he wept and made

supplication.
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Luke 22:44 — Christ agonized in prayer, sweat like drops of blood.
<~ Summary: Judge’s mantle wrestles through the night, prevailing by covenant
promise and divine decree.

Servant’s Mantle Branches

Mantle of the Sojourner

Genesis 23:4 — Abraham: “| am a stranger and a sojourner with you.”

Exodus 12:49 — One law for the native and the sojourner.

Hebrews 11:9 — Abraham sojourned in the land of promise as in a strange country.

<~ Summary: Servant’s mantle walks humbly as a pilgrim, submitting to God’s covenant
wherever He places them.

Mantle of the Exile

Jeremiah 29:7 — Seek the peace of the city where you are carried captive.

Ezekiel 1:1 — Ezekiel saw visions of God among the captives.

Lamentations 3:19-21 — In affliction and exile, hope is remembered.

<~ Summary: Servant’s mantle remains faithful in exile, ministering under foreign yokes
until restoration comes.

Intercessory Mantle Branches

Mantle of the Rebuilder

Nehemiah 1:4 — Nehemiah weeps, fasts, and prays for Jerusalem.
Back Page Declaration
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Sealed Witness of the Mantles

& Crown Mantle: The Mind of Christ
John 17:21 — “That they all may be one... as thou, Father, art in me, and | in thee.”
Mosiah 5:13 — “For how knoweth a man the master whom he has not served, and who

is a stranger unto him?”
<~ The Crown Mantle binds all mantles in one mind, one body, one Spirit.

@ Treasures Revealed

Luke 12:2 — “For there is nothing covered, that shall not be revealed; neither hid, that
shall not be known.”

2 Nephi 30:17-18 — “There is nothing which is secret save it shall be revealed...
darkness shall pass away from the earth.”

<~ What was hidden in darkness is revealed in the last days by the records of Judah
and Joseph.

& The Deep Made Plain

Habakkuk 2:14 — “The earth shall be filled with the knowledge of the glory of the
LORD, as the waters cover the sea.”
