Witness 
 
Mormon — Keeper of the Record 
 
Mormon lived in a generation falling into destruction. 
 
He watched nations decline.

He understood that records preserve memory. 
 
Memory preserves identity. 
 
Identity preserves covenant. 
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The scribe mantle exists because truth must survive from one generation to 
the next.

The Function 
 
The scribe mantle exists to record, preserve, organize, gather, document, 
and testify. 
 
The scribe remembers what others forget. 
 
The scribe preserves what others overlook. 
 
The scribe records what others experience. 
 
The scribe gathers witnesses. 
 
The scribe protects truth from being lost. 
 
Throughout scripture, records preserved covenants. 
 
Records preserved prophecies. 
 
Records preserved commandments. 
 
Records preserved testimonies. 
 
Without scribes, many generations would never know what Elohim had 
done. 
 
The scribe becomes a bridge between generations. 
 
Bible Witness 
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"Write the vision, and make it plain upon tables." — Habakkuk 2:2 
 
"Write this for a memorial in a book." — Exodus 17:14 
 
Book of Mormon Witness 
 
Mormon abridged the records and preserved them for future generations 
according to the commandment of God. — Words of Mormon 1 
 
Both sticks testify that sacred records preserve truth.

The Responsibility 
 
The scribe mantle carries the responsibility of accuracy. 
 
The scribe must be faithful. 
 
The scribe must be diligent. 
 
The scribe must be truthful. 
 
A corrupted record can mislead generations. 
 
A faithful record can guide generations. 
 
The scribe must resist exaggeration. 
 
The scribe must resist manipulation. 
 
The scribe must resist the temptation to alter truth. 
 
The responsibility is not to create the message. 
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The responsibility is to preserve the message. 
 
Many desire recognition. 
 
The scribe often works quietly. 
 
Many remember the speaker. 
 
Few remember the one who preserved the words. 
 
Yet without the scribe, the message may disappear. 
 
Bible Witness 
 
"Take thee a great roll, and write in it." — Isaiah 8:1 
 
Book of Mormon Witness 
 
Mormon selected and preserved those things which would benefit future 
generations. — Words of Mormon 1:5–7 
 
The scribe serves both the present and the future.

The Mind of Christ 
 
The scribe mantle remains governed by the Crown Mantle. 
 
Without the Mind of Christ, records become vanity. 
 
Without the Mind of Christ, knowledge becomes pride. 
 
Without the Mind of Christ, documentation becomes self-glorification. 
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The purpose of the scribe is not to preserve himself. 
 
The purpose of the scribe is to preserve truth. 
 
Christ Himself commanded that records be kept. 
 
He understood that future generations would need witnesses. 
 
The scribe therefore serves the Kingdom by protecting memory. 
 
The scribe gathers testimony. 
 
The scribe preserves truth. 
 
The scribe points others toward Christ.

"These things are written that ye may believe." — Mormon 7:9 
 
The purpose of every righteous record is faith.
